Dear brothers and sisters,

Jesus gives his disciples words of comfort and
encouragement this weekend as he tells them to take
arest. "Come away by yourselves to a deserted place
and rest a while.” Our hearts and minds need rest
in our very busy and fast-paced world that focuses
on doing more, accomplishing more and achieving
more. But what are we really achieving? Does the
busyness contribute to the greater good spending
time with and caring for our children and loved ones?
Jesus offers us a new way that leads to greater peace.

May God give us
the grace to get away and rest a while.

Traveling Chalice and Madonna
St. John Paul II frequently explained vocations by
comparison with the vocation of the Prophet
Jeremiah which he called a”universal model” for
every vocation.
